A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
CLAY COUNTY, FLORIDA, ACKNOWLEDGING THE RECEIPT BY
THE BOARD OF A RESOLUTION ADOPTED BY THE 2009-10 CLAY
COUNTY CHARTER REVIEW COMMISSION PURSUANT TO
ARTICLE IV, SECTION 4.2.B OF THE CLAY COUNTY HOME RULE
CHARTER, PROVIDING PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO SAID
CHARTER; CALLING A SPECIAL ELECTION TO BE CONDUCTED
ON NOVEMBER 2, 2010, CONCURRENT WITH THE GENERAL
ELECTION SCHEDULED ON SAID DATE; DIRECTING THE
PLACEMENT OF REFERENDA ON THE BALLOT OF THE SPECIAL
ELECTION WHETHER TO AMEND SAID CHARTER IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE AMENDMENTS PROPOSED BY SAID
CHARTER REVIEW COMMISSION; ESTABLISHING THE BALLOT
TITLES AND QUESTIONS; APPROVING THE FORM OF THE NOTICE
REQUIRED UNDER SECTION 100.342, FLORIDA STATUTES, FOR
THE REFERENDA; DIRECTING THE PUBLICATION THEREOF; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Recitals

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 4.2.B(1) of the Clay County Home
Rule Charter (the Charter), the Board of County Commissioners (the Board) of Clay County,
Florida (the County), established the 2009-10 Clay County Charter Revision Commission (the
CRC) and appointed fifteen members to serve thereon; and,

WHEREAS, the CRC adopted a resolution on July 7, 2010 (the CRC Resolution), a copy
of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A, providing for proposed amendments to the Charter and
requesting that the Board call a special election for submitting referenda thereon to the County’s
electors; and,

WHEREAS, the Board received the CRC Resolution at its July 13, 2010, meeting and
caused the same to be spread upon the minutes thereof; and,

WHEREAS, the Board desires to call a special election to be conducted on November 2,
2010, concurrent with the general election scheduled on said date, and to provide for the
authorization and direction to cause referenda (the Charter Referenda) to be placed on the ballot
for such special election whether the proposed amendments set forth in the CRC Resolution shall
be approved by the electors of the County; and,

WHEREAS, the Board desires to provide for the establishment of the ballot titles and
summaries for each of the Charter Referenda; and,



WHEREAS, the Board desires to direct the publication of the notice of the Charter
Referenda as required under Section 100.342, Florida Statutes, and, further, to provide for the
form of the notice.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, FLORIDA, as follows:

Section 1. Findings. The Board adopts the foregoing Recitals as its findings and
declares that said findings provide the justification for the adoption by the Board of this
resolution.

Section 2. Special Election. Pursuant to the authority provided in Section 125.01(1)(y),
Florida Statutes, and the requirements of Art. VIIL, s. (1)(c), Fla. Const., and of Section 4.2.B(5)
of the Charter, the Board hereby calls a special election to be conducted throughout the County
on November 2, 2010 (the Special Election), concurrent with the general election scheduled on
said date.

Section 3. Referenda. Pursuant to the requirements of Section 4.2.B(5) of the Charter,
the Board hereby authorizes and directs that the Charter Referenda be placed on the ballot for the
Special Election.

Section 4. First Referendum. The ballot title and summary for the first of the Charter
Referenda shall read as follows:

AMENDING CHARTER TO REQUIRE THAT CASINO
GAMBLING BE VOTED ON AT THE FIRST LAWFUL
ELECTION:

SHALL SECTION 1.5 OF THE CHARTER, CONCERNING
CASINO GAMBLING, BE AMENDED TO REQUIRE THAT
THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS MUST
PLACE ON THE BALLOT AT THE FIRST LAWFULLY
AVAILABLE GENERAL ELECTION AFTER A STATE
LAW IS PASSED THAT ALLOWS CASINO GAMBLING IN
FLORIDA, FOR A VOTE BY THE VOTERS OF CLAY
COUNTY, THE QUESTION OF WHETHER CASINO
GAMBLING IN CLAY COUNTY SHALL BE ALLOWED IN
THE COUNTY?

Section 5. Second Referendum. The ballot title and summary for the second of the
Charter Referenda shall read as follows:



AMENDING CHARTER TO REMOVE SECTION 15 IF
VOTERS APPROVE CASINO GAMBLING BUT

GAMBLING IN CLAY COUNTY, WITH THE EXCEPTION
THAT THE RIGHT TO HAVE CASINO GAMBLING ONCE
APPROVED BY THE VOTERS SHALL REMAIN IN THE

Section 6. Third Referendum. The ballot title and summary for the third of the Charter
Referenda shall read as follows:

AMENDING CHARTER TO PROVIDE FOR ALTERNATE
MEMBERS TO FILL VACANCIES ON THE CHARTER
REVIEW COMMISSION:

SHALL SUBSECTION 4.2.B OF THE CHARTER BE
AMENDED TO PROVIDE THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS SHALL APPOINT 5 ALTERNATE
MEMBERS TO THE CHARTER REVIEW COMMISSION,
AND TO THE EXTENT REASONABLY POSSIBLE EACH
ALTERNATE WILL RESIDE IN A DIFFERENT DISTRICT
OF THE COUNTY; FURTHER PROVIDING THAT
VACANCIES WILL BE FILLED BY THE ALTERNATE
RESIDING IN THE SAME DISTRICT OF THE COUNTY
WHERE THE FORMER COMMISSIONER RESIDED IF
POSSIBLE, AND OTHERWISE FILLED BY ROTATION.

Section 7. Referenda Notice. Pursuant to the requirements of Section 100.342, Florida
Statutes, the Board hereby directs that notice of the Charter Referenda shall be published in the
Clay Today on Thursday, September 30, 2010, and on Thursday, October 14, 2010, said notice
to be in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B.

Section 8. Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its
adoption.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CHARTER REVIEW
COMMISSION OF CLAY COUNTY, FLORIDA,
PROPOSING CHARTER AMENDMENTS FOR CLAY
COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR TRANSMISSION
OF THE PROPOSED CHARTER AMENDMENTS TO THE
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR THE
CALLING OF A REFERENDUM ON THE PROPOSED
CHARTER AMEMDMENTS; PROVIDING AN
EXPLANATORY STATEMENT AND BALLOT TITLE FOR
EACH AMENDMENT; AND AUTHORIZING MINOR
CORRECTIONS BY THE CHAIR AND STAFF

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 4.2.B. of the Clay County Charter, the
Board of County Commissioners of Clay County has appointed a Charter Review Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Charter Review Commission has received extensive public input and has
deliberated and considered the desirability of certain amendments to the Clay County Charter; and

WHEREAS, the Charter Review Commission has held not less than three public hearings
at the times required by law and has thereupon approved all amendments it deems necessary or
desirable;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CLAY COUNTY CHARTER
REVIEW COMMISSION, AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the Charter Review Commission does hereby adopt and forward to the Board -
of County Commissioners proposed Charter Amendments for Clay County in the form attached as
Exhibit A. ‘

2. The Board of County Commissioners is requested to call a special election pursuant
to law, concurrent with the next general election, for purposes of a referendum on the proposed
Amendments.

3. The ballot title for each Amendment to the Clay County Charter shall be as set forth
in the said Exhibit A.

4, The substance of each proposed Charter Amendment to appear on the ballot shall be
as set forth in the said Exhibit A. '

5. The Chair and counsel to the Charter Commission are authorized and directed to
make such minor modifications and changes to the ballot title and statement of substance approved
herein as may be necessary or desirable under the Constitution and laws of the State of Florida, so
long as such changes do not alter the substance of this Resolution or of any Amendment; and they
are further authorized to present to the Board of County Commissioners, and to make public, a
report of the proposed Charter Amendments; and otherwise to take all actions necessary and
desirable to cause the proposed Charter Amendment to be subject to referendum approval.



6. The Charter Review Commission may reconvene at the call of the Chair or a
majority of its members, at any time prior to its dissolution, for the purposes of planning and
holding educational sessions concerning the proposed Charter Amendments, approving and
forwarding its final expenses for payment, or for the conduct of any other lawful business.

COUNTY CHARTER AMENDMENT 1:
